NOTICE is hereby given that the City Council of the City of Redlands, County of San Bernardino, State of California, will hold a PUBLIC HEARING on the following project:
Consideration of the following applications for 37.2 acres of land located on the west side of Texas Street, north side of San Bernardino Avenue, and south side of Pioneer Avenue (APNs: 0167-091-02-0000, 0167-091-04-0000, 0167-091-05-0000, and 0167-091-08-0000) in the Special Development (EV/SD) District of the East Valley Corridor Specific Plan:

A. Consideration of Resolution No. 8095 (Mitigated Negative Declaration) – A request to adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring/Reporting Program prepared for the proposed project in accordance with Section 15074 of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines.

B. Consideration of  Resolution No. 8096 (Socio-Economic Cost/Benefit Study) – A request to adopt a socio-economic cost/benefit study prepared for the project described below.

C. Consideration of Resolution No. 8097 (Specific Plan No. 40, Amendment No. 45) – A request to amend the East Valley Corridor Specific Plan (EVCSP) to change the Land Use Map and remove the 37.2-acre project site from the boundaries of the EVCSP.

D. Consideration of to consider Resolution No. 8098 (General Plan Amendment No. 141) – A request to amend the General Plan land use designation of 37.2 acres from Commercial to Low Density Residential, with a maximum density up to six (6.0) residential dwelling units per acre. 
 
E. Consideration of Resolution No. 8099 – A request to approve the land use re-designation of properties designated as “Urban Reserve” in the Redlands General Plan (as of June 1, 1987) or in active agricultural production (as of November 3, 1986) to permit residential density greater than the Residential Estate (R-E) classification as the same existed as of June 1, 1987.

F. Consideration of Resolution No. 8100 (Specific Plan No. 62) – A request to approve the “Heritage Specific Plan” as the new zoning designation for 37.2 acres  of land, and establish development standards to accommodate single-family residential development at a density of 5.7 dwelling units per acre. The project proposes to construct 207 single family one-story and two-story homes,  new interior streets to serve the project, private recreational open space areas and on-site amenities, landscape and lighting, and related improvements including drainage basins and public/private utility connections. 
 
G. Consideration of Resolution No. 8101 (Tentative Tract Map No. 20257) – A request to subdivide 37.2 acres into 207 single-family residential lots and seven lettered lots for landscaping, recreational open space, and stormwater basins.
